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From Shiva to Simcha: A Return to a Living Israel

Just nine months ago, | came home from Israel with a heavy heart. In my article
last spring, | tried to put an optimistic spin on a trip that was, in truth, shadowed
by grief. | wrote about a country | loved deeply, but one that felt changed, quieter,
raw, and searching for itself in the aftermath of unimaginable pain. Being there felt
a bit like sitting shiva. People spoke softly, smiled gently, held one another close,
and shared stories that mixed fondness with tears. Even the air felt slower, as if
the whole country was catching its breath.

This fall, | returned as part of a group of five from Canton for the Hatikvah
Summit through Partnership2Gether, and what | found was something profoundly
different. The tension | had felt before had softened. The conversations were
lighter, the laughter freer, the smiles no longer hesitant. Israel felt alive again.

For those who want to understand what we saw and experienced, | encourage
you to read Bryan Hecht's excellent article, also in this issue. He captures
beautifully the breadth of the program and the incredible people we met. My reflections here are more personal,
about what it felt like to return to a place that, for me, has always been more than just a destination.

This time, Israel felt like it was moving from mourning to celebration, from shiva to simcha. The hugs were
deeper, the food tasted richer and the music just sounded louder and more joyful. People were still talking
about loss and recovery, but they were also talking about their children’s birthdays, new businesses, weddings,
and soccer scores. It felt like Israel was remembering how to breathe again.

One moment that will stay with me forever happened in Akko, where | joined a pickup soccer game with a
group of Arab and Israeli kids. For half an hour, there were no politics, no language barriers, no tension, just
kids being kids, laughing, chasing the ball, celebrating goals with hlgh flves and hugs It was simple, but it was
awesome and it was fun. In that small circle of dusty : :
shoes and smiling faces, | saw what peace could look
like, not as an idea, but as a feeling.

Throughout the summit, | noticed something else
that felt new. Last time | visited, people seemed almost
apologetic for finding joy. They smiled cautiously, as if
to laugh too hard might betray the grief still so fresh
in the air. This time, joy had returned without apology.
Not because the pain has disappeared, it hasn't, but
because Israelis have come to understand that joy is
not the opposite of grief, it is part of healing.

In Tel Aviv, cafés were buzzing again, in Jerusalem,

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When A ecklace Becomes a Question

As a child and teenager, | wore a Magen David without much thought; it simply
meant: | am Jewish. | wore it the way many people wear a cross, an unquestioned
expression of faith. But next Sunday, as | travel to Washington, D.C., for the General
Assembly, a question keeps recurring: should | wear my Star of David?

With antisemitism on the rise and the anxiety of potential travel disruptions, |
find myself gripped by a new caution. This isn't theoretical; it wasn't long ago that
Yaron Lischinsky and Sarah Milgrim were tragically murdered while attending a
reception at the Capital Jewish Museum in Washington, D.C..

I've become more cautious and wary of wearing my Magen David necklace
in public. I've even considered opting for a Chai instead, a less recognized but
meaningful Jewish symbol. Still, the Star remains a prominent and multifaceted
emblem:

It signifies Jewish identity, faith, and our connection to Israel.

+ lts meanings range from the relationship between God and humanity to

Jewish peoplehood.

+ Its modern role as an emblem of national pride was emphasized by the Zionist movement in the late 19th

century and cemented by the flag of the State of Israel.

+ For many, it is an expression of pride, solidarity, and connection to our history.

The symbol also carries a darker, tragic resonance. Under the Nazis, Jews were forced to wear a yellow Star
of David to identify and segregate them. That forced marking became an ultimate reminder of persecution.
In the years since the Holocaust, however, the Star has transformed into a powerful emblem of resilience and
defiance, signifying both suffering and the enduring spirit of the Jewish people.

Sometimes, | look at friends and students wearing crosses and feel a moment of resentment that | am even
considering whether | should conceal my necklace. The Jews of the Holocaust were unimaginably brave and
strong; they fought for their lives and lost so many loved ones. Wouldn't wearing my Star be a direct way to
honor their courage?

Despite this, my heart and my sense of personal safety pull me in another direction. The internal struggle is
real. | go back and forth. I've even seen Star pendants designed to unfold so the symbol isn’t visible—a reminder
of how complicated this choice has become for our people.

| often think, “I won't allow others to dictate what | can or can’t wear.” But when safety may genuinely be at
stake, | must consider not only my own pride but also the security of those around me.

+ Does anyone else wrestle with these thoughts?

+ What kind of Jew does this caution make me?

+ How does God see this struggle?

| know there is no single “right” answer to whether to wear a visible symbol of faith right now. Each of us
must consciously balance memory, identity, conscience, and safety. What truly matters is that we make that
choice mindfully—with deep respect for our history and for one another—and that we stand together to protect
and strengthen Jewish life, no matter the symbol we choose to wear.

“Courage is not the absence of fear, but the triumph over it.” — Rabbi Abraham Joshua Heschel (paraphrase)

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The year was 1972. | was entering my fifth and final
year of rabbinic education in Cincinnati at the Hebrew
Union College. Cheri and | decided that we needed to
make our first trip to Israel to continue my studies
toward Ordination. With the help of my father z"l we
were able to journey to Jerusalem where we would
live in the newly born Jewish State which was not yet
twenty-five years old. | had grown up at Temple Israel
in Omaha, Nebraska. Our congregation was built by
the same architect with virtually the same plans and
materials as Temple Israel on twenty-fifth Street here
in Canton. Cheri was the daughter of Congregation Shaare Emeth in St. Louis.
Both our temples were strong Reform congregations which provided us with
a strong sense of Jewish identity and a real comittment to congregational life
and the Jewish community at large. What they hadn't prepared us for was the
marvelous and overwhelming experience of Jewish life in Israel.

Every day was filled with new historic and cultural discoveries as we studied,
traveled the country and lived in Yerushalayim as residents, not as tourists. It
was, in so many ways, a heady and profound time of growth and discovery. So
you can imagine my amazement, as Chanukah came around, to find a Jersualem
toy store with a huge bag of plastic dreidels on sale incredibly cheap because
they were defective! | purchased a handful to bring home as gifts.

Defective? Well, yes. We all know that a dreidel has four sides with the four
letters: nun, gimmel, hey, shin, which stand for Nes gadol haya sham, A great
miracle happened there. These “defective” dreidels” replaced the shin with a
pey, changing sham (there) to Po (here). Imagine my good fortune! Indeed,
sometimes one finds a profound truth in a bag of “defective” dreidels. Of course,
“Here”: because we were where the great miracle happened. We were in the land
where the Maccabbees fought and emerged victorious against the implacable
Syrian Greeks. They had overcome all odds to repair, redeem and rededicate
Jerusalem’s Temple for the worship of God.

And now, some fifty-two years later, we are here, in Canton, in a world
seemingly gone mad. The Jewish State and the Jewish people around the world
are threatened in ways both frightening and deplorable. Yet, even in the midst
of this chaos, we will have the courage to light an additional candle for each
night, such that the light will grow and dispel the darkness. For us, Chanuka is a
Festival which, more than anything, celebrates hope, rededication and purposeful
survival.

This year, let us strive to turn shin into pey-sham into Po, once more. Shall we
not strive to recreate the miracle that was there into a miracle which happens
here? As the light grows each night in our homes and our synagogues, may it
illumine the gifts of renewed hope, rededication and a commitment to purposeful
survival.

Jewish American lcons

This is the first in a series of articles shining a spotlight on Jewish Americans who made transformative contribu-
tions to American art, culture, science, politics, and more.

Russian-born Israel “Izzy” Isidore learned at a young age how to fend for himself on the rough-and-tumble
streets of New York City’s lower-east side. The son of an itinerant cantor and the youngest of eight children,
Izzy said later in life that he was oblivious to the fact that he grew up in abject poverty because he knew
nothing else.

In 1893, five-year-old lzzy and his family emigrated to America to escape the violent, anti-Jewish riots, or
“pogroms,” of Imperial Russia. His father, Moses, struggled to find steady work among the throngs of non-
English-speaking, unemployed immigrants in the city. According to historians, Moses worked odd jobs as a
butcher, a Kosher meat inspector, and a painter. His unexpected death in 1896 left the family in dire straits.

The family matriarch, Lena, eventually found work as a midwife while his sisters worked long hours wrap-
ping cigars — a common occupation for immigrant girls. Little is known about his other siblings, though the
name of one of his brothers was listed among workers who labored in a shirt-making sweatshop in the city.

Eager to do his part to contribute to the family’s survival, Izzy took a job hawking newspapers on Bowery
Street, notorious for its murders, robberies, and “dive” saloons.

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Spreadmg The Light of Hanukkah with Acts of Kindness

Giving is important during Hanukkah because it reflects the holiday’s deeper
themes of kindness, gratitude, and community. While Hanukkah is best known
for celebrating the miracle of the oil and the rededication of the Temple, the

R DilEeier Hanukkah traditions. JFS would encourage you to pick up a dreidel and purchase

a gift for somebody in the Jewish community. Giving gifts during Hanukkah is a
way to celebrate the holiday themes of life, gratitude, and community.

Here are a few reasons why you should give during Hanukkah:

1. Tzedakah (charitable giving): In Jewish tradition, giving to others—especially those less fortunate—is a
mitzvah. During Hanukkah, when families celebrate abundance and miracles, it's especially meaningful
to share blessings with others.

2. Spreading light: Hanukkah is called the Festival of Lights. Acts of generosity and kindness are seen as
ways to “spread light” in the world—bringing hope and warmth to others, just as the menorah lights up
the darkness.

3. Balancing gift-giving: While modern Hanukkah celebrations often include exchanging presents, Jewish
tradition encourages pairing this with tzedakah to keep the focus on meaningful giving, not just material
gifts.

4. Teaching values: For children, giving during Hanukkah helps teach empathy, gratitude, and the
importance of community responsibility—core Jewish values that extend beyond the holiday.

In short, giving during Hanukkah isn't only about presents—it's about sharing light, love, and support,

keeping the spirit of the miracle alive through kindness.

Jewish family services would like to thank everybody for their charitable acts during this time and

throughout the year.
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“Are you sure it's safe to visit Israel now?” That’s
whatwe heard repeatedly from family and friends after
signing up to participate in the Partnership2Gether
“Hativka Summit” in October. Partnership2Gether is
a program connecting Jewish communities around
the world with 45 areas throughout Israel, primarily in
the Negev and Galilee districts. Partnership2Gether
focuses on people-to-people interaction, building
community and leadership. Having recently become the Chair of our Canton
Partnership Committee, | felt it was important to attend this mission trip. This
was our third trip to Israel, and totally unlike our two prior sightseeing visits. A
Partnership mission trip is not for sightseeing; it is an opportunity to see, hear
and touch the people of Israel ( for us, the people of the Western Galilee ) first
hand. The goal of this particular summit was “Hatikva”, to express and share our
hope for sustained peace in Israel after this very difficult war.

Prior to the start of the Summit, Marcie and | enjoyed two beautiful days on
the beach and in the public parks of Tel AVIV during Shabbat, sharing a very
peaceful vibe with families enjoying
the last few days of warm weather.
After Shabbat, we attended the weekly
demonstration held at “Hostage
Square” in Tel Aviv, where thousands
continue to congregate each week to
make their voices heard and urge the
return of the remaining hostages. It
was very moving to join in singing Oseh
Shalom and Hativka at the conclusion
of the demonstration. Sunday morning,
we took the train from Tel Aviv to the
city of Nahariya, which was home base
for the Summit. The train was loaded
with soldiers returning to duty after ~
Shabbat. These “soldiers” were in fact just fresh faced young 18 year old men
and women who hardly seemed old enough to endure the burdens, obligations
and responsibilities of fighting a hot war.

This is such an important and unusual time in Israel. First came Covid, where
tourism in general, and Partnership activities in particular, were sharply curtailed.
Then came the war on October 7, 2023. Today, with a cease fire currently in
effect, we were met by people who are deeply tired and traumatized by the
events of the two year war. The Western Galilee borders Lebanon, so the people
in this part of Israel have suffered repeated rocket attacks by Hezbollah over the
years. 80,000 people in the areas of the Western Galilee bordering Lebanon were
evacuated during the war, but many have now returned home. Still more in the
region endured hundreds and hundreds of siren warnings necessitating that they
run to bomb shelters or their safe rooms within seconds. Imagine if your children
or your elderly parents had to endure months of these sirens, occurring any
time of day. The Israelis we spoke to kept thanking us for our visit. In part, their
economy needs tourist revenue, but even more, they need to feel the support
and love of their friends and supporters, and they continually expressed their
deep gratitude for our friendship. Israeli flags fly everywhere, and we repeatedly
experienced the love and patriotism Israelis have for their country, even in the
face of serious hardships and sometimes strong political disagreements.

THE PARTNERSHIP HATIVKA MISSION TRIP
Are You Sure It’s Safe to Visit Israel Now?

During the Summit, we visited the Western Galilee Hospital, which now
famously can ( and did ) operate underground during times of war. The Western
Galilee region has the most diverse population in all of Israel — Jews, Muslims,
Christians, Druze, and Bedouins. Our trip took us to several schools, where
we heard presentations on programs being created to build stronger relations
between Israeli Jews, who learn in Hebrew in Jewish schools, and Israeli Muslims,
who learn in Arabic in Arab schools. Tensions and challenges cycle up and down
over time between Jews and Muslims throughout the country, but there continue
to be people dedicated to building an enduring peaceful co-existence, and the
Partnership program actively supports these efforts.

We also met with a group of US and Canadian high school grads who have
recently come to Israel in order to serve in the IDF, the Israeli military and then
stay to start their own families. These young men and women are known as “lone
soldiers” and their maturity, devotion to Israel and bravery are inspiring. Sadly, we
also met with the parents of two young men killed recently — one while attending
the Nova music festival (Jordan, the son of Shimon Buskila, who visited Canton
earlier this year) and the other, Sivon Sade, killed when he was hit by a rocket
while he was harvesting crops in the
fields at his kibbutz. We walked through
the lovely garden that the Buskila
family created in memory of Jordan.
Later that day, we all sat silently as we
listened to a young women recount her
experience, moment by moment, of
being attacked by Hamas terrorists at
Nova music festival, running to a nearby
kibbutz and hiding with others in their
safe room, only to be discovered again
by the terrorists and prepared to be
sent to Gaza as a hostage. After a fire
fight between the terrorists and local

i = — Israeli police, she somehow survived,
but every other hostage that was with her at the time was killed.

One of the great joys of traveling is the food! During a visit to the ancient city of
Akko, we were treated to a lunch made by a group of Arab women. We toured a
Druze village and had a meal specially prepared by the local Druze women for us.
The Druze within Israel, representing less than 2% of the Israeli population, are
extremely loyal to the State of Israel. Their percentage of Druze men who enlist in
the IDF is actually higher than that of the Jewish community in Israel and many
have served with distinction in the most elite units of the IDF.

Another great pleasure of this trip was the opportunity to meet the 60 or so
representatives of Partnership from the other cities in our consortium — Akron,
Toledo, Indianapolis, Northwest Indiana, Fort Worth, San Antonio and Louisville,
Kentucky. One member of the Partnership group said, “You have to see and
feel Partnership to understand it”. Marcie and | made many new friends on
this trip, deepened our understanding of the impact the war has had on Israelis
and increased our appreciation for the resilience and strength of the people.
Partnership, the Jewish Federations and the Jewish Agency for Israel (JAFI) all
work together to help support the people and programs | described in this article.
Did we feel safe? Absolutely! If you have an opportunity to visit Israel, please go!
You will find it to be the most diverse, interesting, complex and engaging place
on earth!

stores were full and in Nahariya, we met people who spoke not only of rebuilding
but of dreaming again. Everywhere we went, there was energy, color, and
conversation, not just about survival but about the future.

| kept thinking about the phrase, Am Yisrael Chai, the people of Israel live. On my
last trip, those words felt like defiance: we live despite everything. This time, they
felt like affirmation: we live because that is how we honor what was lost.

Rabbi Nachman once said that the whole world is a very narrow bridge, and
the main thing is not to be afraid. | thought about that a lot on this trip. Last time,
that bridge felt shaky and uncertain. This time, it still felt narrow, but the fear was
lighter, we were crossing it together with courage, with laughter, and with hope.

As our group reflected on the experience, | was reminded that connection is
what makes trips like this matter most, connection to the land, to the people, and
to one another. The bonds between our communities run deep, and they give
meaning to our shared hope for a better future.

Temple Israel is planning another trip to Israel in just a few months, and | hope
that everyone who can go, will. There is something powerful about seeing Israel
not only through the eyes of the news but through the faces of the people who
live there, people who, in every moment, remind you what resilience truly means.

As | left, | thought again of the words of King Solomon, Gam zeh ya'avor, this too
shall pass. When | wrote them last spring, they felt like a prayer. This time, they felt
like a promise that was kept. Israel is still healing, still rebuilding, still grieving but
it is also laughing again, dancing again, living again.

And standing there, surrounded by music, conversation, and the hum of everyday
life, | felt it too. The same feeling that always draws me back: Tikvah- Hope.

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Reflecting on Miracles in Chadash

This reflection invites me to consider the miracles that |, too, might overlook.
What remarkable things pass unnoticed in the rhythm of our daily lives? | may
sometimes take for granted the sight of parents bringing their children to
school each week, ready to learn and grow, and to be part of our community.
That is a miracle. The sound of children’s laughter echoing through classrooms,
friendships forming that may last a lifetime, those are miracles, too. And our
teachers, who prepare lessons with passion, dedication, and genuine care for
their students’ success, that is surely a miracle.

Every curious question from a student, every heartfelt song of blessing, every
story read aloud to eager listeners, these are small, quiet miracles. Humble,
every day, and easily missed. My hope for all of us this Chanukah season is
that we become more spiritually sensitive, like the Maccabees, to notice and
cherish the small everyday miracles that surround us, and to live our lives with
wonder and gratitude.

By the time he was 13, Izzy had taken up residence
with other “newsies” in a crowded tenement for
homeless boys, which author and historian Laurence
Bergreen described as “Dickensian in their meanness,
filth, and insensitivity to ordinary human beings.”

The exhilarating sounds of saloon performers
banging out ragtime tunes on pianos in the Bowery
Street bars and cafes were a welcome reprieve from
the grinding monotony of Izzy’s days.

He was mesmerized by the raucous and rowdy
music that was unlike anything he had ever heard
and often sang the tunes while he worked. With a
keen sense of audience, Izzy would humorously alter
the lyrics, depending on who was listening. Amused
passers-by would occasionally toss him a coin or
two in appreciation of his clever wordplay. For the

first time in his young life, Izzy dared to dream. He was determined to become a
saloon performer.

What he lacked in formal education and musical training Izzy made up for in
ambition. He started busking for a living after realizing that he could earn more
as a street performer than as a newsie. He eventually managed to get a job as
a song plugger then worked his way up to a post as a singing waiter at Pelham
café on Pell Street located at the center of the old Five Points district. Unable to
read sheet music, the aspiring artist taught himself how to play the piano in the
café each night after finishing his shift.

He decided to try his hand at songwriting and found that he was rather good
at it. He published his first tune, “Marie from Sunny Italy,” in 1907, which earned
him a royalty of 37 cents.
later,
“Alexander’s

Four years
his song
Ragtime Band” became
an international hit. His
growing success was
all the more remarkable
given that he could only
play the piano in the key
of F sharp. Izzy overcame
this impediment by com-
missioning the construc-
tion of a special transpos-
ing piano.

Just as his songwriting career was taking off, Izzy was drafted into the U.S.
Army in 1918 during World War 1.

While serving with the 152nd Depot Brigade at Camp Upton in Yaphank, New
York, the young corporal’s musical talent was put to good use. He produced a
musical revue titled “Yip Yip Yaphank” for the purpose of raising funds to build
a community center on the base. The patriotic and satirical commentary on life
in the Army was a smashing success. The production went on to play in New
York City.

Following the war, Izzy would go on to write more than 900 songs, 19 musicals,
and scores for 18 movies. Some of his more famous tunes - now considered clas-
Easter Parade,” and
“White Christmas.” He received an Academy Award, a Grammy Award, a Tony
Award, and even a Presidential Medal of Freedom. He also earned a reputation

Izzy originally wrote for “Yip Yip Yaphank,” though it did not make it into the final
score. The song, “God Bless America,” is one of America's most beloved and
enduring anthems of patriotism and homefront support for American troops at
war.

At the pinnacle of his fame, few people knew the songwriter's real name. At
the age of 19, acutely aware of anti-Semitism among New York’s entertainment
glitterati, Israel Isidore Beilin published his first song under the name “I. Berlin.”
In 1911, he legally changed his name to Irving Berlin.

In May of 1988, a host of actors, politicians, business leaders, and other celeb-
rities gathered at Carnegie Hall to celebrate Berlin’s 100th birthday. During the
festive gala, famed broadcast journalist Walter Cronkite succinctly described
Berlin's indelible mark on American culture.

“Irving helped write the story of this country, capturing the best of who we are
and the dreams that shape our lives,” he said.
