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IMPORTANT UPDATE ON THE ERIC CARBONARO SENTENCING

On Wednesday, March 13th at 9:30AM, Judge Craig Brown, the presiding judge in the Eric Carbonaro case
will be holding court within the Ceremonial Chambers of the Orange County Court House for the expressed
reason of determining whether or not Mr. Carbonaro will be given a youthful offender adjudication
(expunged) or if his conviction will stay on his record. Interestingly, in October 2019, all 17 year olds who
commit crimes in New York are automatically youthful offenders. Judge Brown will make any other
determinations with respect to Mr. Carbonaro’s probation based upon his growth and his understanding of
what he had done, in lieu of the community education and support he has received post-conviction and jail
time. Judge Brown has invited leadership councils from 8th Grades throughout Orange County to attend the
procedure. Mr. Carbonaro has, with consent of the People and the Judge, invited Holocaust survivors who
have met with him. Additionally, Rabbis Rebecca Shinder and Rachel Rubenstein have been invited to speak.
The entire Orange County community is welcome to attend these proceedings.
