College Scholarship Opportunities 
 

The primary criteria for a college scholarship award are both academic achievement, financial need and the awards 
are available to U.S. citizens and permanent legal residents.  The scholarships are for students who reside in the 
geographic area served by the Jewish Federation of Greater Toledo and must be entering an accredited undergraduate 
program as a full-time student at the University of Toledo, Bowling Green State University, Lourdes 
University, Owens Community College, or a State University in Ohio (or in Michigan if Michigan resident).  
 

Other eligibility requirements: 
 
● Applicants must be between the ages of 17 and 25 years. 
● Review is based upon financial need.  
● Applicants must submit a confidential financial aid disclosure form to Jewish Senior, Family, and Social Service. 
● Must have achieved a minimum GPA of 2.75 after six semesters in high school or GPA of 3.00 for college students.  
● Demonstration of motivation, ability, and potential. 
● Demonstration of involvement in the Jewish community.  
● Demonstrated involvement in Hillel and/or Jewish communal life.  
● Applicant must complete the application which includes an essay. 
 

Ben J. and Mary B. Solomon Leadership Scholarship 
 
This scholarship award is up to $4,000 per academic year to undergraduate students attending the University of 
Toledo, Bowling Green State University, Lourdes University, or Owens Community College. Scholarships are limited to 
tuition and fees. The award may be renewable at the discretion of the scholarship advisory panel. 
 

Erwin D. Katz Scholarship Fund 
 
This scholarship is awarded to an undergraduate student who is a graduate of a Toledo area high school, 
undergraduate student or graduate of a non-Toledo area high school, a graduate student of a Toledo area high school 
or a graduate student at a non-Toledo area high school, who is attending the University of Toledo. This award is up 
to $2,500 to be awarded per academic year. Scholarships are limited to tuition and fees. The award may be renewable 
at the discretion of the scholarship advisory panel. 
 

Northwest Ohio/Southeast Michigan College Scholarship Fund 
 

Based on the eligibility requirements above, this award is $250 and up. 
 

Dr. Louis Ravin Family fbo TJCF Fund College Scholarships 
 

This scholarship is awarded to an undergraduate student attending the University of Toledo, Bowling Green State 
University, Lourdes University, or Owens Community College or a State University in Ohio (or in Michigan if Michigan 
resident). The scholarship is very limited and up to $900 for this year. Scholarships are limited to tuition only and are 
offered to students who follow the other eligibility requirements listed above.
